Your task:

Outline a master plan whether and how the Ivory Coast (Côte d’Ivoire) could become fully (i.e. politically as well as economically) independent

Requirements:

a. Describe the economic situation of the Ivory Coast today

b. Describe its economic relations with the rest of the world (foreign trade, foreign investment, debts etc.)

c. Outline a road to real independence for the Ivory Coast

i. Consider how the Ivory Coast could fight for its independence, comparing with the years prior to 1960.

ii. Who could contribute positively to the process? Again compare with the decolonization process half a century ago.

iii. Why could independence be granted or prohibited? Again make a comparison.
d. Assess which of these two steps into independence (political independence in 1960 and economic independence today) you consider more difficult to take and give reasons.
